Luke 6:46-48 

46 "Why do you call Me, 'Lord, Lord,' and do not do what I 
say?  47 "Everyone who comes to Me and hears My 
words and acts on them, I will show you whom he is like:  
48 he is like a man building a house, who dug deep and 
laid a foundation on the rock; and when a flood occurred, 
the torrent burst against that house and could not shake 
it, because it had been well built.   

I) Come to Jesus and leave the wisdom of the world 
 behind.  
II) Hear Jesus’ words concerning God’s Word. 



Matthew 4:3-4  (Deut. 8:3) 

3 And the tempter came and said to Him, "If You are the Son 
of God, command that these stones become bread."  4 
But He answered and said, "It is written, 'MAN SHALL NOT 
LIVE ON BREAD ALONE, BUT ON EVERY WORD THAT 
PROCEEDS OUT OF THE MOUTH OF GOD.'"  

II) Hear Jesus’ words concerning God’s Word. 
a. Jesus said the Word of God was as 

essential as food.  



Mark 7:1-2, 5-8    (quoting Isa. 29:13) 

1 The Pharisees and some of the scribes . . . had seen that 
some of His disciples were eating their bread with impure 
hands, that is, unwashed. . . . asked Him, "Why do Your 
disciples not walk according to the tradition of the elders, 
but eat their bread with impure hands?"  6 And He said to 
them, "Rightly did Isaiah prophesy of you hypocrites, as it 
is written: 'THIS PEOPLE HONORS ME WITH THEIR LIPS, 
BUT THEIR HEART IS FAR AWAY FROM ME.  7 'BUT IN VAIN 
DO THEY WORSHIP ME, TEACHING AS DOCTRINES THE 
PRECEPTS OF MEN.'  8 "Neglecting the commandment of 
God, you hold to the tradition of men." 

II) Hear Jesus’ words concerning God’s Word. 
b. Jesus upheld the authority of the Word over 

the traditions of men. 



Mark 7:9-13 

9 He was also saying to them, "You are experts at setting 
aside the commandment of God in order to keep your 
tradition.  10 "For Moses said, 'HONOR YOUR FATHER 
AND YOUR MOTHER'; and, 'HE WHO SPEAKS EVIL OF 
FATHER OR MOTHER, IS TO BE PUT TO DEATH';  11 but you 
say, 'If a man says to his father or his mother, whatever I 
have that would help you is Corban (that is to say, given 
to God),'  12 you no longer permit him to do anything for 
his father or his mother;  13 thus invalidating the word of 
God by your tradition which you have handed down; and 
you do many things such as that." 

II) Hear Jesus’ words concerning God’s Word.

Matthew 19:3-5   (quoting Gen. 1:27) 

3 Some Pharisees came to Jesus, testing Him and asking, "Is it 
lawful for a man to divorce his wife for any reason at all?"  
4 And He answered and said, "Have you not read that He 
who created them from the beginning MADE THEM 
MALE AND FEMALE,  5 and said, 'FOR THIS REASON A 
MAN SHALL LEAVE HIS FATHER AND MOTHER AND BE 
JOINED TO HIS WIFE, AND THE TWO SHALL BECOME ONE 
FLESH '? 

II) Hear Jesus’ words concerning God’s Word. 
c. Jesus accepted as fact what many “Bible 
experts” dismiss as myth.  CREATION 



Luke 17:26-27      It happened! 

26 "And just as it happened in the days of Noah, so it will be 
also in the days of the Son of Man:  27 they were eating, 
they were drinking, they were marrying, they were being 
given in marriage, until the day that Noah entered the 
ark, and the flood came and destroyed them all.   

II) Hear Jesus’ words concerning God’s Word. 
c. Jesus accepted as fact what many “Bible 
experts” dismiss as myth.  Noah / flood 



Luke 17:28-30      It happened! 

28 "It was the same as happened in the days of Lot: they 
were eating, they were drinking, they were buying, they 
were selling, they were planting, they were building;  29 
but on the day that Lot went out from Sodom it rained 
fire and brimstone from heaven and destroyed them all.  
30 "It will be just the same on the day that the Son of 
Man is revealed. 

II) Hear Jesus’ words concerning God’s Word.

Matthew 12:39-41  They will be there at the judgment! 

39 But He answered and said to them, "An evil and 
adulterous generation craves for a sign; and yet no sign 
will be given to it but the sign of Jonah the prophet;  40 
for just as JONAH WAS THREE DAYS AND THREE NIGHTS 
IN THE BELLY OF THE SEA MONSTER, so will the Son of 
Man be three days and three nights in the heart of the 
earth.  41 "The men of Nineveh will stand up with this 
generation at the judgment, and will condemn it because 
they repented at the preaching of Jonah; and behold, 
something greater than Jonah is here.  

II) Hear Jesus’ words concerning God’s Word.

Mark 12:23-27  Understand . . . the verb’s matter! 

23 "In the resurrection, . . . which one's wife will she be? . . .  

24 ¶ Jesus said to them, "Is this not the reason you are 
mistaken, that you do not understand the Scriptures or 
the power of God?  . . . 26 "But regarding the fact that 
the dead rise again, have you not read in the book of 
Moses, in the passage about the burning bush, how God 
spoke to him, saying, 'I AM THE GOD OF ABRAHAM, AND 
THE GOD OF ISAAC, and the God of Jacob '?  27 "He is not 
the God of the dead, but of the living; you are greatly 
mistaken."

Matthew 5:18-19   

18 "For truly I say to you, until heaven and earth pass away, 
not the smallest letter or stroke shall pass from the Law 
until all is accomplished.  19 "Whoever then annuls one 
of the least of these commandments, and teaches others 
to do the same, shall be called least in the kingdom of 
heaven; but whoever keeps and teaches them, he shall be 
called great in the kingdom of heaven.

John 10:34-36   

34 Jesus answered them, "Has it not been written in your 
Law, 'I SAID, YOU ARE GODS '?  35 "If he called them gods, 
to whom the word of God came (and the Scripture 
cannot be broken),  36 do you say of Him, whom the 
Father sanctified and sent into the world, 'You are 
blaspheming,' because I said, 'I am the Son of God '?

Mark 12:23-27  Understand . . . the verb’s matter! 

23 "In the resurrection, . . . which one's wife will she be? . . .  

24 ¶ Jesus said to them, "Is this not the reason you are 
mistaken, that you do not understand the Scriptures or 
the power of God?  . . . 26 "But regarding the fact that 
the dead rise again, have you not read in the book of 
Moses, in the passage about the burning bush, how God 
spoke to him, saying, 'I AM THE GOD OF ABRAHAM, AND 
THE GOD OF ISAAC, and the God of Jacob '?  27 "He is not 
the God of the dead, but of the living; you are greatly 
mistaken."  

 
 II) Hear Jesus’ words concerning God’s Word.

Matthew 28:18-20 NIV  

18 . . . "All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to 
me.  19 Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, 
baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son 
and of the Holy Spirit,  20 and teaching them to obey 
everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with 
you always, to the very end of the age."

John 14:23-24  NIV  

23 Jesus replied, "If anyone loves me, he will obey my 
teaching. My Father will love him, and we will come to 
him and make our home with him.  24 He who does not 
love me will not obey my teaching. These words you hear 
are not my own; they belong to the Father who sent me.

Luke 6:46-48

it, because it had been well built. 49 But the one who 
hears my words and does not put them into practice is 
like a man who built a house on the ground without a 
foundation. The moment the torrent struck that house, it 
collapsed and its destruction was complete."
